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CHILDREN’S SENIOR BELT
CLASSES

Parents, when your child under the age of 16
reaches the level of RED BELT or above, he or
she is permitted to attend the special Children’s
Senior Belt class taught by Norford and Joy
Bierly. This class is typically conducted on two
Thursdays a month at 5:30-6:30 PM just before
the regular open evening class. It is similar to
the one that is held for adult Senior Belts on two
Friday evenings a month. Students are given an
opportunity to practice higher level forms and
sparring with those who are also at the higher
level. It gives these students a chance to hone
their skills for competition, also. Your child can
look forward to attending this class when the Red
Belt level is attained. This class is free to all
children who reach Red Belt and want to improve
in Tae Kwon Do.
