What are you thinking during Christmas time? 

 

 Time.....it goes by so fast, as we are told 
in Psalms 90:10, “The length of our days is 
seventy years – or eighty, if we have the 
strength; yet their span is but trouble and 
sorrow, for they quickly pass, and we fly 
away.”  2009 is almost gone as we approach 
the season when we celebrate Christ’s birth.  
This year has been challenging because of the 
economy, the flu, and other dangers in the 
world.  Still, people get ready for Christmas 
shopping with decorations.  Is this really a 
happy time or a stressful time?  Two thousand 
years ago, Jesus Christ was born for us, our 
salvation and way to God.  But, now, the time 
in which we celebrate His birth seems to be 
more about things that have nothing to do 
with Him.  What are we thinking?  The 
symptoms of His second coming are easy to 
see every day.  Matthew 24:7-8 and Luke 21:10 
tell us that the signs of the End of the Age are 
things we see today….nations rising up 
against nations, earthquakes, famines, 
pestilences.  Some of the symptoms we see, 
1) humankind has failed, 2) terrorism is 
everywhere, 3) food is short in so many 
places, 4) water, air, and land are polluted, 5) 
natural resources are almost gone, 6) 
diseases we cannot fight such as AIDS and 
H1N1 flu are on the rise, 7) nuclear weapons 
are increasing throughout the world, 8) other 
problems that seem to have no answer.  As 
humans, there is no way we can fix these 
problems.  But, we have Good News!  Jesus 
second coming has been promised to us.  In 
John 14:3, Christ tells us that He is going to 
go to prepare a place for us, and that He will 
come back and take us to that place.  He says 
that we know the way to the place that we are 

going.

Throughout the book of Revelations, 
Jesus tells us that He is coming “soon.”  
When He was born, He came as a poor baby.  
His second coming will be quite different.  
The Son of Man will come “on the clouds of 
the sky, with power and great 
glory…sending His angels with a loud 
trumpet call” for everyone to see (Matt. 
24:30-31). The first time He came, He came 
for everyone’s salvation.  But, the second 
time, you have to be prepared.  He will 
choose from those who believe in Him and 
have accepted His promise.  The second 
coming will be greater than Christmastime.  
Are you ready?  Have you prepared?  The 
time is near for you.  Wait, be watchful, and 
be prepared.  That is what the Advent 
season is really all about.  I don’t want you 
to follow the examples of Sodom and 
Gomorrah or those did not believe in Noah’s 
message from God.  I want you to trust the 
Lord and be prepared in all ways.  Don’t just 
prepare for Christmas in stressful social 
ways, but prepare in your heart.  
Decorations, lights, food, and gifts should 
not be your only focus during this time.  
With the second coming, it will be even more 
important than the first.  God has given us 
the message.  May you all have a blessed 
Christmas, and may the love of God and the 
hope of Jesus Christ enter your heart in all 
that you do.

MARTIAL ARTS BASIC BACK GROUND

 Most people have heard different names for 

martial artsé.Tae Kwon Do, Hap Ki Do, Jujit Su, karate, 

kung fu.  So many different names.  The main thing is that 

it is from eastern countries, from China, Japan, and 

Korea.  But, China is a big country, a big land, Korea is 

attached to China as a peninsula, and Japan is an island.  

Different geography creates a different culture.  The main 

thing is that kung fu is from China, karate is from Japan, 

and Tae Kwon Do is from Korea.  Japanôs karate means 

empty hands, with more hand techniques.  Tae Kwon Do 

is mostly feet.  Kung fu means ñstudy.ò  The styles are 

different, China being more circular soft movements.  

Karate is more hard and short movements.  Korea is 

between China and Japan, same as the geography.  

Chinaôs kung fu needs a young and flexible body and it 

takes a long time to build kung fu.  Thatôs why not so 

many people practice it.  Most techniques use weapons.  

Karate uses mostly hand techniques.  Western cultures 

prefer karate because it is quicker to learn and less 

boring.  Simple movements make it easier to build 

interest.  Tae Kwon Do is more for the lower body with 

the kicking providing more dynamics.  This is one reason 

that it is in the Olympics, plus anybody can practice it.  

Now, even in China, Tae Kwon Do is becoming more 

popular than kung fu.  Western cultures like change all 

the time.  The main goal in all martial arts is the ñdo.ò  

The ñdoò is not just for the physical, but increases the 

mental and spiritual development.  So, ñdoò is really a 

part of the oriental philosophy called the yin yang.  Some 

people mistakenly think that this is Buddhism, but it is 

not.  God created Earth and Heaven, Man and Woman, 

Day and Night in both the western and eastern cultures.  

Tae Kwon Do principles are mostly about the yin yang.  It 

is the same thing as a survival idea we call self-defense.
